REPORT BY OFFICER HADLEY:

I was respoading tec a call that I had earlier been dispatched to and
leaving out of the rear of the Pulice Department, toward 4th St. As I
approached 4th St., I noticed a vehicle driving northbound oOR 4th st, at
an extremely high rate of speed, which I estimated to be approximately 60
mph to 65 mph. .

I immediately activated my emergency flashere and pulled in behind the
subject as he passed the driveway on 4th St. As I was approaching the
stop sign at 4th St. and H st., I noticed the driver of the vehicle to
look into the rear view mirror and then start leaning forward, placing
his hands toward the floorboard, and it appeared that he was trying to
hide something in the driver's compartment area. The driver then drove
through the intersection and stopped on the north cside of H S5t., past
that i1ntersection.

The driver immediately threw the dcor open and jumped out. I informed
the driver to stay in the vehicle until I canme and contacted him. The
driver, who I then recogunlzed 3s Tonmy Jones, immediately stated that he
ig with the City Council. At that time, I informed him that I knew who
he was, and that he needed to stay in his vehicle until I made contact
with him. I again stated that to hiw one more time. This time, ne did
stay in his vehicle.

As @I approzched him, he had his black wallet out and was hanging it out
0f the window. He again started to tell me +hat he was with the City
Council. Again, I interrupted him and informed him that I did know who
he was, and that did not matter at this point. I advised hiln that I was
cstopping him because of his speed.

T then informed him that I needed to see his driver's licence and
registration. At this time, I looked down at his black wallet and he was
attempting to pull the flap back of a portion of his wallet which
contained his Council member badge. I again told him that T did
recognize him as Tommy Jones, & City Council member, and that I still -
needed to cee his driver's licencse and registration. He then went into @2
different compartment of his wallet and pulled out an interim paper
driver's license, which had been expired.

As I was speaking with Jones, I could smell an odor of an alcoholic
heverage couming from his person. I also noticed that on his right leg,
in the driver's compartment area, there was a lever for the em&rgency
parking brake. Behind that brake lever and the cenpter cansale, I noticed
that there was a clear plastic baggle snoved in between them. I was not
able to tell what was in that baggie, due to the Fact that the content
sectlion of the baggle had been shoved beyond my Vview, behind the parking
lever.

T asked Jones if he had been drinking this evening, and he stated no,
that he had not. I noticed that Jones' eyes WEre red and watery, and
that his pupils were extremely constricted. I asked Jones again if he
had been drinking tonight, and he gtated nou, that he had not.

I noticed that Jones was continually
moving his body, and constantly going for his pocket. I told Jones to
stop goinyg for his pocket, and asked if he had any kind of weapons or
drugse in his pocket, and he stated, "I don't do that kind of stuff, and I
don't have any drugs”.

He then stated that 1f I had any questicons, that I counld search him. At
that time, I conducted 3 quick pat-down search of his person antd located
no items. I then asked Jones what he was doing when I was pulling him
aver, and he stated that he was dviving home. T informed him that T
estimated that he was going bhetween 60 mph and 65 mph. He stated that he
knew that he was speeding, but believed thzt he was going only between 40
mph and 45 mph. Thic also ¢hows me that thig is a symptonm of a subject
who i{s under the influence of 2 stimulant. I asked him why he started to
reach under his'front seat when I was pulling him over, and he stated, "I
don't know what you're talking about”. I told him that when I pulled him

over, I did see him leanu forward and cstart to reach under the front seat,
snd that that makes me very nervous. He stated that he was not doing
that, and didn't know what I was talking about.

T then asked hinm if I would be allowed to search the inside of the
vehicle, and he stated, "go ahead". He turned around and placed his
hands on the trunk of his vehicle, and I walked up to the driver's side
door. I loocked in the front passenger compartment area, and did not
notice any alcohol. I then lcoked over toward the brake lever and agaln
saw the plastic bag and pulled it out. I noticed that inside of the bag
was a3 white powdery hard substauce, which resembled cocaine to me. I
then returned back to Junes and had him place his hands behind his back
and then placed him under arrest for possession of a controlled
substance. I told Jones that I found what I believed to be narcotics in
his vehicle, which I had seen hin leaning aver, tryimng to place something
in the compartment. He stated, "I don't know how that got in there.

Tt's not mine. You're only doing this because you hate me'". I then
informed him that I had no problems with him, and I wculd not try to set
him up on anything, and he stated, "you may not he the one who set mé up
but you're part of the game”. I also advised Jones that I believed that
he may be under the influence of alcohol and possibly drugs, and he
stated that there was no possible way that he was. I informed hiw that
he would have the opportunity to take a breath test to rule owvt 3alcohol
or a blood test. He stated that he wanted to take whatever test would be
easiest. I then explained that he would have te choose one, and he chose
the breath test. I alego informed him that I ‘believed that he was under
the influence of a controlled substance, and he stated that he would give
me whatever test I'd need to prove that he was not. At this time, Jones
was transported to the Los Banos Police Department by Officer Wayne Small.

Jones was read his Miranda Rights and he stated that he understood his
rights, and wished to speak to me at that time. I asked him several
guestions which were located on the back of the 11550 Interview Sheet.
Refer to the attached copy for questions and answers.

As I was getting the Intoxilyzer test ready, he stated that he did not
want me to give the breasth test, but for Officer Small to be the one who
applied the test. Y had no problem with that, and Officer Small did
